ADOPTING THE CITY OF LITCHFIELD’S RULES GOVERNING THE
INTERCONNECTION OF COGENERATION AND
SMALL POWER PRODUCTION FACILITIES

WHEREAS, the City is served by the City of Litchfield, which is committed to
providing customers with reliable and affordable power; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of the Rules Governing Cogeneration and Small Power
Production is for the City of Litchfield to implement certain provisions of Minnesota Statutes
Section 216B.164, the Public Utility Regulatory Policies Act of 1978, and Federal Energy
Regulatory Commission regulations related to customer-owned distributed energy resources; and

WHEREAS, Litchfield City Council is now adopting these Rules for the first time or is
adopting them to replace a previously adopted similar version of these Rules and their
accompanying, “Policy Regarding Distributed Energy Resources and Net Metering;” and

WHEREAS, the original adoption of these Rules established or establishes that, in
accordance with Minnesota Statutes Section 216B.164, subdivision 9,everywhere in that section,
the term “commission” appears, it refers to the Litchfield City Council and, so, the Litchfield
City Council may resolve disputes relating to the provisions of §216B.164 as they apply to the
City of Litchfield; and

WHEREAS, these Rules shall be implemented to give the maximum possible
encouragement to cogeneration and small power production consistent with protection of the
utility’s ratepayers and the public in accordance with Minnesota Statutes Section 216B.164,
subdivision 1; and

WHEREAS, these Rules shall require the City of Litchfield to file with the Litchfield
City Council for its review and approval a cogeneration and small power production tariff and
annual updates of the rates described therein; and

WHEREAS, the cogeneration and small power production tariff shall include a
calculation of the City of Litchfield’s average retail utility energy rates, and the rates at which
the City of Litchfield purchases energy and capacity; and

WHEREAS, all filings under these rules shall be maintained at the City of Litchfield
offices and shall be made available for public inspection during normal business hours,

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Litchfield City Council adopts the
following Rules Governing the Interconnection of Cogeneration and Small Power Production
Facilities with the City of Litchfield.

City Administrator Cziok reported that he had spoken with Meeker County
Auditor Barb Loch on the options for the City relating to the tax forfeited property that is
adjacent to City owned property. The options include advocating for a public land auction,
purchasing, or conveyance to the City provided there is a public purpose. He recommended the
City offer $50 for the property and noted there may also be some other fees related to the
process. Council Member Kotelnicki shared her conversations with Meeker County Auditor
Loch and supported buying the property but for less.

B. ADMINISTRATIVE PENALTY ORDER —

City Administrator Cziok commended the efforts of the wastewater staff relating
to the overloading event starting back in June 2021 and the ability to keep the plant in
compliance since then. He reviewed the event that took place when a local industry started up
their cheese plant. As the Council has been aware, City Administrator Cziok said the MPCA has
been reviewing the incident and the City has been waiting on the Administrative Penalty Order
(APO). He feels it is a fairly favorable review based on the event that occurred and
recommended the City continue to work with all parties involved.

City Administrator Cziok discussed the APO and explained that it is a result of
the combination of FDA overloading, Northstar overloading, and land application overloading
and therefore recommends the non-forgivable fine in the amount of $13,600.00 be split three
ways to include the City, FDA, and Northstar. Council Member Allen asked if both Northstar
and FDA were agreeable to splitting the fine. City Administrator Cziok responded that FDA is
receptive, but Northstar has changed ownership since when the event took place, adding however
that Northstar was still in non-compliance.

Council Member Kotelnicki discussed litigation and questioned who is going to
respond by the 29" of December and feels a cover letter should be sent from the Mayor. Mayor
Johnson said he responded to the letter initially. City Administrator Cziok said a formal
response will be provided by the deadline.

Council Member Carlson asked for clarification of publishing the fine over
$10,000 with the explanation being that fines above $10,000 are required to be published in a
biannual report. There was some discussion as to whether or not the fine could be reduced to fall
under the $10,000 rule. Council Carlson questioned if a second fine would be accelerated with
City Administrator Cziok responding that it would be based upon the level of non-compliance.
Council Member Kotelnicki questioned what action was done between June (2021) and now.
City Engineer DeWolf said it is an ongoing process with the City having not been assigned the
APO until November 29, 2022.

APPROVAL OF ADMINISTRATIVE PENALTY ORDER

WHEREAS, the City of Litchfield Wastewater Treatment Facility is regulated by the
Minnesota Pollution Control Agency; and

WHEREAS, the Wastewater Treatment Facility experienced overloading from
Significant Industrial Users (SIUs) in June of 2021; and

WHEREAS, the City of Litchfield has been working with the SIUs to accommodate the
loadings which entails significant improvements to the City’s Wastewater Treatment Facility;
and

WHEREAS, the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) issued an Administrative
Penalty Order (APO) to the City of Litchfield for violations of Minnesota’s environmental
requirements; and

WHEREAS, the APO cited violations relating to the SIUs along with violations relating
to land applications; and

WHEREAS, the APO requires the City of Litchfield complete and document the
corrective actions to the MPCA, and pay a fine of $13,600.00; and

WHEREAS, City staff has been completing the corrective actions and communicating
with the MPCA; and

WHEREAS, the City has the right to formally dispute the MPCA action within 30 days
after receiving the APO; and

WHEREAS, City staff recommends splitting the fine in thirds between the City of
Litchfield and the two SIUS,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of
Litchfield hereby authorizes the City to pay $13,600 as required by the Administrative Penalty
Order (APO) and negotiate with FDA and Northstar to split the costs between all three parties.

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C. HOUSING MEETING FOLLOW-UP —

City Administrator Cziok reported on a meeting earlier in the day with Meeker
County EDA Representative Lisa Graphenteen and Jim Gromberg, Economic Development
Coordinator for WSB, relating to the recent housing discussions on December 8, 2022. He
shared that a proposal is anticipated to be provided to the Council on 1/16/23. They would like
to make appointments to the task force on 2/06/23 and hold 3 task force meetings in February.
Cziok said the plan is to have a recommendation to the Council by April 3 or April 17", He
said costs will come with the proposal.

Council Member Dingmann inquired as to the make up of the task force, if it
would be a cross section of individuals including Council Members and community members.
City Administrator Cziok said that they envision the housing task force to consist of four
members of the public, two Council Members, two Planning Commissioners, one Meeker
County EDA representative, with Jim Gromberg leading the task force. The Council discussed
engaging with large employers to take part in the task force or seeking their input on housing
needs. No formal action was taken.

D. ADMINISTRATIVE UPDATE —

City Administrator Cziok discussed providing a monthly update relating to the
status of tasks that are in progress and those that have been completed. He explained that the
City has a lot to accomplish in 2023 and wants to be transparent and make sure everyone is all on
the same page moving forward. City Administrator Cziok is cautious however since the goal of
the list is to provide an update and not discuss individual items from the list when administration
and Council Members may not be prepared to discuss. The Council, by consensus, were
supportive of a monthly status update. No formal action was taken.
