COLLABORATIVE DESIGN CONTRACT AMENDMENT –
                        The Council reviewed the proposed Building Condition Assessment contract amendment concerning the property located at 225 North Sibley Avenue.  Acting Mayor Dingmann inquired as to the additional information to be provided by Collaborative DesignGroup, Inc. concerning possible funding opportunities.  Council Member Kotelnicki responded that there are tax credits, 40% consisting of 20 % federal and 20% state, Minnesota Historical Society Grants, and Small City Grants.  She added it depends a little on the scope of the project.  She said more importantly for her is the “next step” section.  Council Member Kotelnicki said the next steps would include whether we rehab or the building gets torn down. She added the City needs to know what are the next steps required in both situations and what are those parameters we need to follow, along with who is accountable and what are the options.  Council Members expressed concern on the costs, along with time spent concerning the property already.  Concern was also expressed on the feasibility of the project even with grants.
