No definite date of construction is found.  There was a very bad fire at this location in 1897 so a new 
building was constructed sometime later by Mary McGowan. City tax records state construction date was 
1890. This one story building has an intact metal cornice and a recessed, centrally located entrance.  The 
cornice is nearly identical to that at 227 North Sibley Avenue Parcel number 27-0753000.  The main façade 
is faced with reddish-brown brick which appears to be a replacement for the original brick. The store front 
was altered in 1950 and a concrete rear addition was erected circa 1960.
