Built circa 1935, this small one story building is faced with glazed yellow
ceramic tile. It was built of hollow clay tile and has a flat roof. The
storefront has restrained Moderne features such as glass block at the
entrance and window surrounds enframed in metal. This restaurant was
originally named the Black and White Inn, owned by a Mr. Wood. During the
1940s it was the Jancusek Cafe.
