The National Register lists the building as being built circa 1895. Terry Tales lists it as built in 1893. 
Tax records show 1890 as the date. The building has been altered considerably at the first story with a 
cement block addition to the north, making it non contributing.  It is a two story reddish-brown brick in 
commercial version of Queen Anne style.  The upper part of the main façade is intact and retains an ornate 
pressed metal cornice.  Three sets of rectangular window openings are topped by rounded and elliptical brick 



arches filled with checkerboard patterning.   This parcel was joined with the one to the north.  A brick façade 
was applied to the front of both buildings.
